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The Veterans Corner

Recently | attended The Vietnam Veterans Of
America state meeting in Lake Mary. | am on the
board of VVA Chapter 1003. Many things were
brought up at the meeting, but the most discour-
aging fact is that the  Vietnam veteran is becom-
ing a lost era due to age and illness. The average
Age of a Vietnam Veteran is 72. Plans are being
made to connect the VVA with another younger
veterans group. If help is needed by the Vietham
vets that are still surviving, they have a "Home"
to be with other veterans that care and can help
with benefits. The VVA as an organization has
about ten more years of survival. National will
close their doors much sooner. The states will
have their own chapters or none at all. Some of
the topics discussed that cover all eras of veterans
are:

1.) If you do not have your medical records or per-
sonal records, request them now from St. Louis or
the VA. The original copies are in the works for
being shredded due to everything going digital.
Already the digital system is showing inaccuracies
(eg. mixing up veterans records). Later you will
not be able to prove any mistakes if you do not
have your original copies. | am telling you this but
the VA will probably not acknowledge this is be-
ing done. Just a heads up.

2.) Get a certified Veterans Service Officer to help
you with claims. So much has changed in the
claims process that it is best to seek help.

3.) Join a Veterans Organization. Many are clos-
ing because of lack of support. It is important in
our communities to have a voice for veterans.

4.)Do not complain about how bad the VA is treat-
ing you and you have not even applied for bene-
fits. Many people continue not to file claims, use
the VA hospitals/clinics etc. There are resources
out there and when you are older it is harder to do
anything. Get things done now for your sake and
the wellbeing of your family when you pass.

5.) Many veterans are being "stored" in cremato-
ries. There is a project to get them buried. Missing
in America Project. If interested in searching for

veterans are not buried yet. Some have gone back
to the Civil War. They just had no one who cared to

bury them in the
past.

6.) Stolen Valor is a problem. People say they were
in the Military but were not. Some wear uniforms
and it is hard to know unless you catch them in a
lie. Report them to a veterans organization if you
know for a fact someone is impersonating a mili-
tary veteran or an active duty member.

7.) There are organizations that say they represent
veterans or help veterans and projects for veter-
ans. Just check them out beyond a doubt before
you donate money.

8.)There will be cross referencing with the VA

when people go to purchase guns/weapons. If veter-

ans have mental health issues, guns are not sup-
posed to be sold to them.

9.) The state of Florida VVA members donated over
4k to help out Mexico Beach veterans during the
last hurricane.

This is just a sampling of what was discussed at
the meeting. It would be great if veterans in Sea
Pines would join a veterans organization and help
out keeping others informed. The legion would ge
great because they have no restriction except that
you served. Like in most organizations the same
few people keep things going. Veterans need to
unite and help one another. We used to be a team
in the military. Let's get going and help one anoth-
er when we need it the most; in older age.
